With the aid of maps and historical photos, Munks stories are those that history books
often exclude. The historical listings expand readers’ perspectives of our unique city and

radical past.

The Portland Red Guide is a testament to Portland’s rich history of working-class people
and organizations against repression and injustice. It depicts those who insisted on a better
justification for their lives than the quest for material wealth, and who instead dedicated

themselves to offering alternative visions of how to organize the economy and society.

The Portland Red Guide uses maps to give readers a walking tour of the city as well as
illustrating sites such as: the house where Woody Guthrie wrote his Columbia River songs,
the only memorial to John Reed, the office of the Police Red Squad, the home of early
feminist Dr. Marie Equi, and the downtown site of Portland’s first Afro-American League

protest in 1898,

These stories challenge mainstream culture and testify that many in Portland were motivated

to improve the condition of the world rather than their personal status in it.

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About the Author...

Michael Munk
author of The Portland Red Guide

Michael Munk was born in Prague in 1934 and escaped the Nazi occupation
of Czechoslovakia to Portland in 1939. He graduated from Hillside School,
Lincoln High School, Reed College, and received an MA in political science
from the University of Oregon. While a student, he worked as a casual
longshoreman on the Portland docks, sold tickets at the Holladay Bowl's
summer concerts, and drove a truck during wheat harvests in the Paulouse. His
political activity began in the 1950s, when Michael became a local opponent
of nuclear testing as well as a promoter of a Portland concert by Paul Robeson.
As vice president of the Young Democrats of Oregon, he worked to win their
endorsement of US recognition of China, and was in efforts to prevent the
firing of a philosophy professor by Reed College. In 1959, he was ordered to
leave Oregon by the federal government, whose domination of South Korea

he witnessed as a member of the US Army.

After Michael's military service, he was the national affairs editor of the leftist
New York news weekly, the National Guardian. After receiving his PhD in
politics from New York University, he taught political science for more
than twenty-five years at the State University of New York at Stony Brook,

Roosevelt University in Chicago, and Rutgers University, before returning to

Portland.

Since his return, Michael has published on local radical history and culture
in the Oregon Historical Quarterly, the Pacific Northwest Quarterly, and Science
& Society. His column, “Our Radical Past” was a monthly feature in the
Portland Alliance for several years. Prior to The Portland Red Guide, his most
recent articles include “John Reed: Political Provocateur” in Portland Monthly
(September 2006) and “McCarthyism Laid to Rest?” in Reed Magazine
(Spring 2006).

As a teaching press, Ooligan makes as little distinction as possible
between the press and the classroom. Under the direction of professional
faculty and staff, the work of the Press is done by students enrolled in the
program.

The Press offers the school and general community a full range
of publishing services, from consulting and planning, to design and
production. Ooligan Press students, having already received important “real
world” training while at the university and in various internship positions

An M.A. or M.S. in Writing with a concentration in Book Publishing
combines a core publishing curriculum with courses in the student’s
individual areas of interest. The degree requires 48 credit hours, 20 of
which are in the publishing core. Courses are open to both graduate
and undergraduate students with priority given to master’s candidates.
Applicants should follow the general guidelines for admission to the
graduate school and the M.A./M.S. in Writing.

OoL1iGAN?

The name Ooligan is adopted from the Native American word for a smelt
otherwise known as the candlefish. The Ooligan was an abundant natural
resource in Pacific Northwest rivers. It may well be the word from which

the name Oregon was derived. During the trade of the valuable fish oil to
tribes east of the Rockies, the L in Ooligan was replaced with an R, giving
us the sound Ooregon. Gradually, this usage became the name of a place and
assumed its current spelling of Oregon in the course of history. We like this
story so much that we named our publishing company Ooligan Press.

Our AcqQuisiTtioNs PRoOCEss

All manuscripts and proposals are read and reviewed by a committee of
students enrolled in the Publishing Program at PSU. Each manuscript is
read by multiple readers to ensure a fair and balanced decision regarding
acquisition of a work. On rare occasions, a manuscript will be read and
reviewed by students in the Book Editing, Advanced Book Editing, or
Children’s Book Publishing classes. This will be done only when the
acquisitions committee requires further response to a work in order to
reach a decision. A manuscript or proposal will never be read outside the
acquisitions committee without author permission for any purpose other
than review. Submission of a proposal or manuscript implies consent to
the above practices. Once the committee has made a decision, the author
will be informed in a timely manner. At this point, Ooligan cannot offer
critique of queries or manuscripts. Rejected manuscripts that did not
include sufficient postage for return will be held in the Ooligan Press office
for 30 days.

Our GUIDELINES

When submitting a proposal or manuscript for consideration, please follow
these guidelines (refer to our website for the most recent updates):

+ Include a cover letter with a summary of your work, projected word
count, your intended audience, marketing ideas for your work, and list
of published works that compare to your manuscript.

+ Include a table of contents, if appropriate.

+ Include at least four of your best consecutive chapters if your work is a
full-length fiction text. (If interested, we will request the full manuscript
for consideration.)

+ Include a self-addressed envelope with sufficient postage for the return
of your manuscript.
